5 And as he lay and slept under a juniper
tree, behold, then an angel touched him, and
said unto him, Arise and eat.

This is the prophetic sign of Elijah for the
Church in the end who will go into the
wilderness of petra and sit where the juniper
trees are.

We see the flight to the wilderness in prophesy.

Luke 21:20 And when ye shall see Jerusalem
compassed with armies, then know that the Lonely tree grows through the red sand rocks and stones in
desolation thereof is nigh. the deserted area of Peira, Jordan

21 Then let them which are in Judaea flee to §
the mountains; and let them which are in the §
midst of it depart out; and let not them that are
in the countries enter thereinto.

The flight from Judea to the wilderness of
Petra is the same prophesy of the woman who
flees into the wilderness.

wilderness, into her place, where she is nourished for a time, and times, and half a time, from the
face of the serpent.
