A clash may already
have occurred around a town Moroccan
messages claim has been occupied by an
Algerian infantry battallon "and two

‘camel platoons."”

Hot-tempered local commanders may
cause further incidents, but both Algiers
and Rabat will try to keep the 1lid on.
However, King Hassan, who is convinced
that the Algerian military machine will
ultimately be used against him, may get
alarmed enough to press again for in-
creased US military assistance. The Al-
gerians have received considerable quan-
tities of Soviet arms since 1963.
